¥ The design for the
SofnoDive® 797 packaging
depicts the Hawksbill sea turtle.
This turtle was selected for its
general appeal as an attractive and
unusual marine creature, and considered
a stronger image than, for example,
tropical fish.
These turtles have a wide range, and are
found predominantly around tropical
reefs in the Indian, Pacific and Atlantic
oceans. Of all the sea turtle species, the
Hawksbill (Eretmochelys imbricata) is the
one most associated with tropical waters.
The relevance is also that sea turtles
breathe with lungs and are able to sustain
larger concentrations of carbon dioxide
in  their blood than most other
air-breathing animals. Furthermore, both
blood and muscle tissue can store
oxygen in large quantities. This allows an
extended dive time. Sea turtles have
been observed spending up to six hours
under water, sleeping.
